· You must be available for a two-week residential course, dates TBC (between June and August 2011 if you are a successful candidate for the series).

· You must be available for the Mastercrafter final which will be filmed later this summer (if you are a successful candidate for the series).

· You must be available for any other dates deemed necessary by the production crew for filming of this series.  
· You must be legally resident in Ireland. 

· You must be in good physical and mental health. All applicants who believe they meet the criteria, including persons with disabilities are welcome to apply.

· You must be willing to travel at your own expense to a casting event in Ireland.

· If you are selected to participate in the series you must be available to attend the two-week residential course as an apprentice for the duration of the programme recording. 
· If you are selected to participate in the series the final decision will be subject to a background check of the information you have provided.
